Councilman Brian Maienschein to Speak at January MMTC Meeting  

5th District Councilman Brian Maienschein will be our featured speaker at the January 7 Mira Mesa 
Town Council meeting. He will perform the annual 
swearing in ceremony for the 2008 MMTC Board of Di-
rectors, and will then provide an update on the state of 
the City and the Council District. 
Brian Maienschein was elected to the City Council in  
November 2000, and was re-elected without opposition 
in 2004 to represent the San Diego City Councilôs Fifth 
District. The Fifth District includes the communities of 
Carmel Mountain Ranch, Mira Mesa, Rancho Bernardo, 
Sabre Springs, Scripps Ranch and San Pasqual.  
Together with his able representative Khoa Nguyen, he 
has paid close attention to issues of importance to Mira 
Mesa and has been an effective problem solver. Among 
his accomplishments are completion of long-delayed 
State Route 56 on July 19th, 2004, and construction of 
Breen and Camino Ruiz neighborhood parks. Brian is also a strong supporter of volunteer efforts and 
volunteer groups such as the Mira Mesa Town Council. 
Prior to election to the City Council, Brian was a business attorney who worked extensively with small 
business owners and high-tech companies. Brian served as Executive Director of Youth Court, an inno-
vative program that has forged a partnership between law enforcement, schools and community groups 
to get first-time juvenile offenders back on track. Brian is a graduate of the University of California, 
Santa Barbara and California Western Law School in San Diego.
