Presidentôs Message

Our City Councilmember is without a doubt our most important elected official. The City Council is responsible for 

budgets, maintenance and operation of parks, libraries, police, fire, and many other City functions. The City Council 

votes to approve or reject all major proposed development projects in the City, and must ensure that public facilities 

and traffic improvements accompany the new development. The City Council has the responsibility to provide ser-
vices to residents while ensuring that the City is run in a way that is financially sound. It is a difficult job and select-

ing the right person for it is critical to our community. Our current Councilmember, Brian Maienschein, cannot run 

again because of term limits, so we will have a new City Councilmember in December. 
 

We are pleased to provide a Candidates Forum at the March meeting for this yearôs candidates for the City Coun-

cilôs 5th District, which includes Mira Mesa. There are only two candidates for City Council, which means that the 
race will be decided by the June primary since one candidate or the other is guaranteed a majority vote. The two 

candidates are Bob Ilko and Carl DeMaio. Both candidates have provided biographies which are included in this 

newsletter, and both will be present at the March Candidates Forum. The forum will provide the candidates with an 

opportunity to speak, and for MMTC members and guests to ask questions. Each candidate will start with a 5 min-
ute opening statement. This will be followed by a question and answer session, using questions from the audience. 

Members of the audience will write questions on 3x5 cards, which will be collected by MMTC Board members and 

organized to cover as broad a range of subjects as possible. Candidates will have two minutes to answer each ques-
tion, followed at the end by a 3 minute closing statement. Please think about what questions to ask, as this is an ex-

cellent opportunity to probe our candidates and assess what kind of City Councilmember you think they will be.

School District Faces Budget Crunch Due to State Funds Shortfall

Gov. Arnold Schwarzeneggerôs proposed budget for 2008-09 would make significant cuts to all sectors of government in order 

to close a projected $14.5 billion shortfall over the next 17 months. The 10% across-the-board cuts Schwarzenegger proposes 

have impacts that include closure of state parks and a reduction in funding for public education of $400 million for this current 

year and a $4.4 billion cut for 2008-09. School districts statewide are now grappling with how to deal with the reduction in fund-

ing.  

The San Diego Unified School District is facing as much as $80 million in budget cuts. Interim Superintendent Kowba, Superin-

tendent Terry Grier (who starts work in late March), and the Board of Education are now considering various cost saving meas-

ures. There is talk about possible cuts in elementary school music positions, as well as nurses, counselors, and librarians within 

the District.
