At our June meeting we will have a presentation by Recreation Council president Joe Frichtel and former president and long 

time Recreation Council member Bruce Brown on the Recreation Council and parks and recreational opportunities in Mira 

Mesa. Bruce Brown has written a summary of the presentation that is printed in this newsletter. This is the second meeting in 

which we have had an extended presentation by one of our community groups to allow a more detailed presentation than the 

short community reports that we typically have at our meetings. In April we had an extended presentation on the Planning 

Group, and we would like to have other community groups make extended presentations at future meetings. If you are inter-

ested in doing so, contact MMTC program chair Pam OôDonohoe (pam1220@aol.com). 

 

Mira Mesa has a very good set of public parks, although we are still short park acreage based on City standards. The City stan-
dards for population based parks call for a 10 acre neighborhood park for every 5000 residents, and a 20 acre community park 

designed for more active uses for every 25,000 residents. The 1992 update to the Mira Mesa Community Plan added new parks 

to bring us up to City standards, and several of these parks including Hourglass Field, Breen Park, Lopez Ridge Park and 

Camino Ruiz Park have been constructed since then. However, our planned community park adjacent to Challenger Middle 

School could not be built due to vernal pools on the site, and future parks specified for Carroll Canyon are still undefined. We 

also have a large resource based park on the hilltop just south of Mercy Road that was acquired through the FBA, but has 
not been developed. 

 

In addition to the Recreation Council presentation, we will also have a presentation by a group called ñSan Diego Neighbor-
hoods for Clean Electionsò which advocates public funding of election campaigns and campaign finance reform. More informa-

There will be no meeting in July due to the Fourth of July celebration. In August we are planning a presentation by the Fire 

Department. We are also starting preparations for the Mira Mesa Street Fair which will be held on Saturday, September 27th.
