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President’s Message By Ted Brengel, MMTC President

Season’s Greetings! I hope that this joyous season finds everyone and their families hale and hearty. This is truly a wonderful time
of year in Mira Mesa. Our shops seem very busy—a good thing for sure—and the streets and parking lots are just about, but not
quite, full. The weather, of course, is nearly perfect as always.

2010 has been quite a year. Just about everywhere I look our community is looking better. In addition to the work of our volunteer
wall and electrical box painters I notice a great many home renovations taking place. Mira Mesa Boulevard is getting a much
needed repaving. And what do you know? The Vons parking lot even got a much needed slurry coat and restriping. Yes, there are
tough times; many of us are out of work or have realized a reduction in income forcing extreme frugality. But hopefully things will
get better in 2011.

2011 promises to be an exciting year. Our City is at the crux of a financial dilemma and the taxpayers have spoken. Our leaders will
not be allowed to use more money to solve the City’s financial woes. Instead they must find ways to spend less. It is also abun-
dantly clear that there is no simple, one-solution, easy answer. There can be little doubt, therefore, that there will be an array of
changes next year to start a long-term correction process. I think that whether or not you agree with our Fifth District City Council-
man, Carl DeMaio, you will at least agree that he is filling the roll of taxpayer advocate admirably by asking the really hard ques-
tions and demanding answers that withstand business scrutiny. I believe that this will ultimately lead to a path to fiscal solvency for
our City and the restoration of services that have been curtailed by the budget crisis.

As I mentioned last month, the decennial task of redistricting is underway and that will culminate in changes throughout the City.
Unlike past redistricting efforts, this one will result in major changes to our political landscape mainly because of the addition of a
ninth City Council District. Keep your eyes on these pages for more information on this important subject and if this subject really
interests you then join us at Redistricting Committee meetings. Schedules and agendas are on the MMTC website.

Let me close by wishing everyone a very happy holiday season and a joyous new year.

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School Board Update By John Lee Evans, Mira Mesa Representative to San Diego Unified Board

A majority of voters supported Proposition J, but unfortunately, we did not reach the required 2/3 threshold. We are facing an addi-
tion $140 million of cuts next year, which will have a direct effect on our schools. Potential cuts include athletics, counselors,
nurses, librarians, vice principals, off campus programs, further reduction of central office staff, elimination of full day kindergarten,
transportation and much more.

We have experienced a great start to the 2010-2011 school year in Mira Mesa. Angela Bass is now the Area Superintendent for the
Mira Mesa, which consists of Mira Mesa High School, Wangenheim, Challenger, Walker, Hage, Mason, Ericson, Sandburg, Hick-
man.

The Mira Mesa Cluster School Council meets on the 3™ Monday of each month at the Mira Mesa High School Library from 6:00
PM to 8:00 PM. The council consists of parents, students, teachers, and principals from all five schools. Bob Turner is the chair for
2010-2011. All members of the Mira Mesa community are invited to attend. Mira Mesa schools are continuing to move up in their
performance.

We must be vigilant as our new governor and legislature make decisions about public school funding. Governor Brown will release
his proposed budget in January.
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Volunteer of the Year Nominees for 2010 By Jeff Stevens

Each year since 1984 the Mira Mesa Town Council has held an annual dinner to recognize special volunteers who make this com-
munity a better place. The Volunteer of the Year is someone who has made a significant contribution to Mira Mesa through volun-
teer work, not just during the past year but over the years s/he has been involved with the community. This year the following vol-
unteers have been nominated for this award:

Kathy Madsen — Kathy Madsen has been active in the Mira Mesa Community for many years in a wide variety of volunteer ac-
tivities. She was a founding member of the Mira Mesa High School Foundation and served as its president for four years. She
spent four years on the MMHS Foundation’s Taste of Mira Mesa committee, and helped to organize the Mira Mesa Farmer’s Mar-
ket, where she has been in residence many Tuesday afternoons. Kathy served on the Mira Mesa Town Council Board of Directors
as Vice President in 2007, will be serving as secretary for 2011, and produced the Mira Mesa Street Fair program in 2007 and
2008. She coordinated the vendors for the 2010 Fourth of July Family Celebration in the park. She has been an amateur radio op-
erator for 13 years, and has used her expertise to provide amateur radio support for the Fourth of July parade for 6 years, and to
help with emergency services during the Witch Creek fire. Kathy worked with Mira Mesa schools on governance teams at all
grade levels for 17 years, and was booster club president for several sports during this period. She has been a member of the Com-
munity Emergency Response Team (CERT) for 3 years. For 5 years she was Boy Scout Troop/Team/Crew 1233 Committee Chair-
man. She has served as chief cook for the council-wide Varsity Scout Mountain Man Rendezvous for the past two years. She is a
member of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, and has spent 7 years on the county-wide coordinating committee for
the Commemoration of the Arrival of the Mormon Battalion at the end of January each year at Old Town State Park.

John Sunde — John Sunde joined the Retired Senior Volunteer Patrol (RSVP) over ten years ago. For the past three years, John
has been the administrator, and has worked tirelessly to improve the Mira Mesa/Scripps Ranch RSVP unit. He has been among the
top twenty-five in San Diego County for volunteer hours for the past three years. Under his leadership and effort, this unit has
overcome many challenges, and its membership has increased markedly. John enjoys fingerprinting children at the Mira Mesa
Street Fair and dressing up as McGruff, the crime dog, to teach children about safety. He also participated in and provided security
patrol for the Fourth of July Parade. John and his wife Joyce have a heart for our young people and have made generous donations
to the teen Epicentre. Their donations were used to purchase materials and equipment to fix the fence and to purchase a lengthy
hose to water plants and flowers. John routinely helps to maintain the landscape around the center and the police storefront. Fur-
thermore, John joined a group of dedicated volunteers who go around our community on the weekends painting walls and fences

that have been tagged with graffiti. In addition to RSVP, John has volunteered for the VA hospital in La Jolla as a driver, trans-
porting patients to and from their homes and the hospital. When John is off from RSVP duties, he volunteers at the USS Midway
Museum as a docent and has already donated over two thousand (2,000) hours. On Thanksgiving and Christmas, he is downtown
helping the Salvation Army at Golden Hall feed the homeless, lonely and those that can't afford the holiday meals.

Tom Derr — Tom Derr has been an active volunteer with the Mira Mesa Town Council and other community organizations for
many years. He served on the MMTC Board of Directors for two years, and has been chair of the Mira Mesa Maintenance Assess-
ment District Committee for the last 5 years. That committee controls a budget of $800,000 annually that is used to improve and
maintain landscaping on major streets such as Mira Mesa Blvd. Tom moved to Mira Mesa in 1974 and started his business, Tom’s
Master Mechanics, on Miramar Road in 1984. He joined the Automotive Service Council (ASC) in 1985 and served as treasurer.
In 1996, he joined the San Diego Herpetological Society, and has served as treasurer of that organization from then until now.
Tom is well known for bringing his snakes to the Mira Mesa Street Fair and other community events. SDHS also brings reptiles to
schools, especially those with at-risk kids, to spark their interest in learning. Tom is now in the process of starting a new nonprofit
business called EcoVivarium, which will be a Zoo for all reptiles, amphibians, and some insects. The first step is to create a zoo on
wheels to better serve the schools; then later the zoo will move to a permanent location near Escondido. Tom is an active member
and past president of the Exchange Club of San Diego, a chapter of the oldest national service club in the United States which has
prevention of child abuse as a national project. He is chair of the Law Enforcement Volunteer of the Year event. He is also second
vice president of the San Diego Botanical Gardens Foundation and an active member of the Mira Mesa Chamber of Commerce.

Lily Supnet - Lolita “Lily” Supnet is currently the president of FASCA, the Filipino-American Senior Citizens Association of San
Diego North County, and is the Chairwoman of the Board of Governors of the Verne Goodwin Mira Mesa Senior Center. Lily has
lived in Mira Mesa for 18 years, since she and her husband, the late Resty Supnet, immigrated to the United States from the Philip-
pines in 1992. Lily and Resty soon became involved with FASCA, the Mira Mesa Golden Friends, and the Mira Mesa Senior Cen-
ter. In 1993 Resty founded the Fil-Am World War II Veterans Federation of San Diego County, and Lily assisted him with that, as
well. As FASCA president and Board of Governors Chair, Lily spends many hours each week volunteering at the Senior Center. In
addition to organizing cultural and social activities, FASCA is one of two non-profit groups (the other is the Mira Mesa Golden
Friends) which run the Mira Mesa Senior Center through its Board of Governors that oversees management of the building and its
programs for seniors and the community. Lily Supnet has been a member of FASCA since 1994, a member of the Golden Friends
since 1996, and an active Senior Center volunteer since 1998. Lily has held other offices with FASCA and the Board of Governors
prior to becoming the leader of both: FASCA Board member at large, Treasurer, and Vice-president, and Board of Governors Sec-
retary and Vice-Chairman. Lily is an active and enthusiastic Mira Mesa volunteer, helping seniors, Filipino-Americans, and the
community as a whole.

City Council Redistricting Process By Bari Vaz

Every ten years, the City of San Diego embarks upon the process of redrawing the boundaries of its City Council districts. This
redistricting process occurs following the decennial Census, which was completed this summer. Council district boundaries are
redrawn based upon the population count and distribution indicated in the census, so that eight council districts of similar population
are created.

In June, 2010, San Diego voters approved the permanent adoption of the “Strong Mayor” form of government which has been tem-
porarily in place since 2006. An additional component of this legislation was the creation of a ninth city council district. A panel of
seven redistricting commissioners, chosen from amongst 53 applicants, was selected in October. It will be the job of these commis-
sioners to create the boundaries of the nine council districts.

What rules or guidelines must be used in creating these districts? Article II, Section 5.1 of the City Charter states “To the extent it is
practical to do so, districts shall: preserve identifiable communities of interest; be geographically compact — populous contiguous
territory shall not be bypassed to reach distant populous areas; be composed of whole census units as developed by the United States
Bureau of the Census; be composed of contiguous territory with reasonable access between population centers in the district, and
not be drawn for the purpose of advantaging or protecting incumbents.” While most of the criteria are understood, there is no defi-
nition for “identifiable communities of interest.” Simply put, an “identifiable community of interest” can be defined by anyone—
including the residents of a particular community or neighborhood. Those who consider themselves a “community of interest” must
make their case to the Redistricting Commission so as to be recognized in this process.

Mira Mesa will play an important part in this process. As the largest neighborhood in San Diego, with an estimated population of
almost 80,000 people, Mira Mesa is predicted by some experts to be the largest component of the new, ninth city council district.
But with early estimates showing that a council district must contain approximately 152,000 people, Mira Mesa will not be a district
unto itself. We must join with other surrounding communities to form our “identifiable community of interest.” But which com-
munities will join with us as part of our new district?

The Mira Mesa Town Council Redistricting Committee will seek to answer these questions, and make recommendations to the
city’s Redistricting Commission regarding what we, as Mira Mesa residents, believe is the ideal district—an “identifiable commu-
nity of interest.”
