City Budget Cuts to Change Mira Mesa Town Council Meeting Dates 

January 2010 

On June 3, 2008 Carl DeMaio was elected to the San Diego City Council to represent District 5.  De-

Maioôs pledge to the voters was simple: Clean Up City Hall. His goals include balancing the budget, 

reforming the pension system, fixing crumbling infrastructure, and restoring ethics and accountability to 

every level of city government.  

 

Outside of his work as a local government watchdog, DeMaio was a businessman who founded two 

multi-million dollar companies by the age of 30.  In 2000, he founded the Performance Institute, a non-

partisan, private think tank dedicated to reforming government through the principles of performance, 

transparency, competition, and accountability. 

 

Carl DeMaio is an active member of the community helping with numerous non-profit organizations in 

San Diego.  He has made constituent service a top priority in his Council office and is working to im-

prove the quality of neighborhoods in his District. 

Recent budget cuts by the City of San Diego include a reduction in the days of operation for public libraries, including our li-

brary in Mira Mesa.  Beginning shortly after the first of the year, all public libraries in the City of San Diego will be CLOSED 

on Mondays.  The first Monday of each month has traditionally been the meeting date for the Mira Mesa Town Council, so as a 

result of the budget cuts we must make a change to our meeting dates. 

 

Beginning with the February, 2010 meeting, the Mira Mesa Town Council will now meet on the first TUESDAY of every 

month.  Our next meeting will therefore be moved to February 2, 2010, from 7 to 9 p.m. 

 

Our branch library has not yet received official notification of when the Monday closures are to begin.  Therefore, please check 

the Mira Mesa Town Council website prior to our February meeting to confirm our next meeting date.

San Diego Unified School District News 

By John Lee Evans 

San Diego Unified Trustee, District A 

 

San Diego Unified is facing potentially massive budget cuts next school year unless the legisla-

ture decides otherwise.  Cutting over $200 million dollars out of the budget would be like ask-

ing 40,000 students to stay home for the entire year.  Trustee John Lee Evans held a Town Hall 

meeting in District A on December 8 where over 200 parents, teachers and community mem-

bers showed up to discuss the budget crisis.   

 

The Board is in the process of developing a priority-based budget.  Rather than going through a 

long list of cuts, the Board is going to start with the basics and build from there.  The partici-

pants were asked to indicate what were the absolute essentials for our schools.  One of the big-

gest priorities that came up was to not increase class sizes any larger than they already are.  Par-

ents feel that the quality of instruction would not survive if the classes are too large.  We must 

approach this crisis from the point of view of shared sacrifice on the part of employees, parents 

and the community. 

 

A few months ago we were preparing to face a $63 million dollar cut, which would have been 

extremely difficult.  We already have 1,000 fewer employees than last year and larger class 

sizes.  We cut $150 million out of the last budget.  But now one projection is that we will have 

to cut $222 million on top of that.  If we raised class sizes, laid off teachers, eliminated music  

and the arts, athletics, GATE, librarians, counselors, 

nurses, vice principals, magnet programs and shortened the 

school year by a week... it would not come close to solving 

the problem. 

 

And now the good news....many gains in state test scores 

were reported last summer. Science scores have been 

steadily rising over the last several years.  Our eighth grad-

ers had some of the highest math scores in the nation 

among urban districts and our fourth graders did very well, 

too. Our teachers and students are moving forward in spite 

of this crisis. 

 

More good news...the parents, teachers and community 

members were united at our town hall meetings in their 

willingness to fight for education. They realize that the 

solution lies in a combination of cuts and revenues.  If the 

rules of Proposition 98 are followed our cuts will not be so 

severe.  Proposition 98 was the voters' direction that edu-

cation is the number one priority of state government and 

mandates minimum spending.  The community is uniting 

to put the pressure on legislators who claim to support 

public education.  A Mira Mesa cluster advisory commit-

tee has been formed to advocate for Mira Mesa 

schools.
