The latest prescription drug Take Back Day, hosted by the Oxy Task Force of San Diego County, 

broke its own record by collecting more than a metric ton of medication just ahead of an effort to meet 

this public need permanently, announced county board Chairwoman Pam Slater-Price. 
 

On April 17, residents brought back more than 2,500 pounds of drugs to six locations around the 

county ï far exceeding the first Take Back Day last October, which netted roughly 322 pounds. A 

good percentage of the drugs included addictive narcotics such as methadone, morphine and of course, 

OxyContin ï a brand name prescription painkiller popular among youth to get high. 

Just days before the Take Back Day, Sheriff Bill Gore joined Slater-Price and Nick Macchione, Director of the San Diego County 

Health and Human Services Agency, to announce a proactive measure to fight prescription drug abuse starting where it typically 

begins: home. 
 

Through a county ordinance, set to be brought forward for consideration on April 27 to the San Diego County Board of Supervisors, 

the County of San Diego would install 22 prescription drug collection containers at Sheriffôs facilities. 
 

ñThe overwhelming response from the public at this most recent Take Back Day made it incredibly clear that a permanent, safe solu-

tion to dispose of prescription drug must be found for San Diego County,ò Slater-Price said. ñThe Prescription Drug Take Back Pro-

gram will offer residents safe, year-round locations to surrender these medications for destruction ï no questions asked.ò 
 

As part of the ordinance, Slater-Price and Gore pledged funding to pay for the purchase and installation of the containers, which 

must go through a public bid process. Communities in about 20 states offer a similar service to the public as a means to dispose of 

unused, expired medications. 
 

ñReducing the easy access to these narcotics to our young people will decrease the amount of these potentially dangerous drugs from 

getting onto the streets,ò Slater-Price said. ñThe one-time cost for the containers will more than pays for itself if we prevent just one 

youth from a lifetime of drug addiction and crime.ò 
 

If approved, officials hope to have the program fully implemented and the drop-off containers installed by later summer or early fall.  

Oxy Task Force Collects Ton of Medication, Moves Forward with New Program By Supv. Pam Slater-Price 

Every year since 1985 the Mira Mesa Town Council has awarded scholarships to graduating high school students living in Mira Mesa 

based on volunteer service. The scholarship is named in honor of long time community volunteer Verne Goodwin. Scholarships are 

awarded in June after evaluation of applications by the Scholarship Committee, which is chaired this year by our Parliamentarian, Jon La-

baw. If you are a graduating high school student, or know a graduating high school student who has been a good volunteer, please go to the 

Mira Mesa Town Council website to download the application. Scholarship applications are also available from Jennifer Kvalvik at Mira 

Mesa High School. High School seniors living in Mira Mesa who attend Scripps Ranch High School or any other high school are also eligi-

ble to apply.

§ San Diego County Water Authority is an independent agency, governed by a board that represents 24 agencies. 

§ San Vicente Pipeline has been under construction for five years. 

§ Colorado River and Northern California are main suppliers of SDCWA pipelines. 

§ In case of severe earthquake or drought, pipelines are planned to distribute emergency water from Lake Hodges and San 

Vicente reservoir for up to six months. 

§ Work on the pipeline around I-15 and Mercy Rd (West Shaft) will continue until September 2010. 

§ Local rain does not affect our water supply very much. Majority of it comes from snowfall in the Sierras. A lot of recent snow-

fall will be absorbed into the dry earth. 

§ Please continue to conserve water. Conservation tips are available at www.sdcwa.org.

Meeting adjourned 8:15 p.m.ðNext meeting Monday, May 5, 7 PM, at the Mira Mesa Senior Center. 
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Q: If we are cut off from northern California, we have six months of available water? 

A: Depends upon many variables. Assumptions, according to analysis, state that repair would take anywhere from two to six 

months. Water usage would need to be rationed to at least 75% of usual usage. 

Q: Can we make drinking water from salt water? 

A: We are currently developing desalinization plants in Carlsbad and Camp Pendleton. The plants are very energy intensive. 

Q: How much of our usage would a desalinization plant handle? 

A: About 10% 

Q: How high is San Vicente dam? How much water can it hold? 

A: It is 170 feet high, holding 90,000 acre feet of water. When completed it late 2014, 242,000 acre feet will be accommo-

dated. 

Q: Does this serve agriculture districts as well as residential? 

A: Yes. 

Q: We have hard water, would the desalinated water be the same? 

A: Desalinated water is completely free of minerals and we must manually add minerals. It would not remarkably decrease 

hard water. 

Q: What is the cost of desalinated water? 

A: Not sure, but it is the most expensive option. Please consider conservation. 

Q: Does the water taste better now than it did in years past? Why? 

A: In recent years, water quality standards have improved. State requires more treatment. Depends on district, chemicals, and 

methods. Also, possible seasonal effects. 

Q: Will the residents of Alemania Road continue to be affected by construction? 

A: Construction is still going on, but should be finished by the end of the year. 

Q: What is the estimated lifetime of the pipeline? 

A: Around 150 years. 

Q: Where are the pipeline workers coming from? 

A: There are three mining operations, two different tunnel machines, and conventional tunneling equipment are being used. 

Contractors that work worldwide have been involved. 

Q: Is there a website with the information on this tunneling work? 

A: www.sdcwa.org (Infrastructure section) 

Q: Was it difficult to create the tunnels? 

A: Not particularly. 

Q. How is my friendôs water bill $7? 

A: Not sure, some portions of Orange County receive treated wastewater and other cost-effective renewable solutions.
