September 2010 

Assemblyman Nathan Fletcher, Republican Candidate, 75th Assembly District 

Nathan Fletcher is the State Assemblyman representing California's 75th District. Before his election to 

the Legislature he served honorably in the military. He is a graduate of the US Army Airborne Course 

and Marine Corps Mountain Warfare Training Center. In 2004, he served eight months in the Sunni Tri-

angle region of Iraq, receiving the Navy/Marine Corps Achievement Medal with Combat "V" for valor, 

the Combat Action Ribbon and the Iraqi Campaign Medal. In 2007, Assemblyman Fletcher completed 

his service in the United States Marine Corps where he worked as a Counterintelligence/Human Intelli-

gence Specialist. On his last deployment, he served in the Horn of Africa region traveling throughout 

Eastern Africa and the Near East.  
 

Nathan is a tireless advocate for America's veterans and is a member of both the American Legion and 

the Veterans of Foreign Wars.  Assemblyman Fletcher is the author of Chelsea’s Law - comprehensive 

legislation to reform the way California deals with violent sexual predators who target children.  

Paul R. Garver, MD, Democratic Candidate, 75th Assembly District  

A native San Diegan, Paul Garver attended Dana Jr. High and Point Loma High School. As a 

scholar-athlete, he earned varsity letters in three sports before going on to Yale where he gradu-

ated at age 20, cum laude, with a degree in Molecular Biophysics and Biochemistry.   He spent 

the next four years at UCLA School of Medicine earning an MD and then returned to San Diego 

for five years of specialty training in Radiology and Nuclear Medicine at UCSD. During the 

mid 1980’s, Dr. Garver joined the Air National Guard where he served as a flight surgeon, fly-

ing in F-4’s and C-130’s.  In 1989 Dr. Garver returned to San Diego to take a position at 

Scripps Clinic.  
 

As a political outsider, Dr. Garver owes no debt to any special interest.  And as a physician-legislator, he will apply the ideals of 

the Hippocratic Oath to public life, placing the interests of the people first as he leads the way in overhauling our broken system of 

government.

Mira Mesa School News By John Lee Evans, Vice-President, San Diego Board of Education 

California Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger has proclaimed September 2010 as Disaster Preparedness Month. September is also 

National Preparedness Month. ―The goal is to encourage all Californians to take action now to prepare their families and commu-

nities for disasters,‖ the governor said in a statement. "It is vital that citizens take the proper steps to prepare for a disaster. When 

Californians take important precautions such as making sure our homes are fire-ready or equipped to handle earthquakes, we can 

all be more prepared for the real harm a disaster can bring." 
 

It is estimated that 60 percent of Californians have not done enough to make their homes safer and guard their personal finances 

in preparation for an inevitable, large-scale earthquake, according to a recent California Earthquake Preparedness Survey. Fewer 

than 20 percent have participated in neighborhood disaster planning or have received specific disaster trainings and fewer than 50 

percent have participated in disaster trainings at work, the survey showed. 
 

"Every Californian should be prepared to be self-sufficient for at least 72 hours after a major disaster.‖ said California Emergency 

Management Agency (CEMA) Secretary Matthew Bettenhausen. "We recently launched the California Volunteers Disaster Corps 

to coordinate trained disaster volunteers statewide," said Secretary of Service and Volunteering Karen Baker. "We urge Califor-

nians to volunteer for local disaster preparedness efforts now before a disaster occurs. Trained disaster volunteers are a huge asset 

in helping neighbors and the community."

The community needed a place to get its mind off the 

events of the world and heal.  At the time, it was unclear whether Monster Manor would be-

come an annual event.  Fast forward 9 years, as Monster Manor enters its 10th season.  Mira 

Mesa's haunted attraction has become a local fixture garnering recognition from local media 

outlets, the County of San Diego and the City of San Diego. 
 

At its heart, however, Monster Manor is still a community event, built, managed and staffed by 

community members.  Construction started Sept. 4, 2010 and will continue on Saturdays and 

Sundays until Oct. 3, 2010.

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We are in the final stages of preparation for the 12th annual Mira Mesa Street Fair, which 

will take place on Camino Ruiz between Mira Mesa Blvd and New Salem from 10:00 AM 

to 4:30 PM on September 25th. We have had an excellent response this year, and more than 

130 crafters, businesses, non-profit organizations and food vendors have signed up to have 

booths at the Street Fair. There will be 12 food vendors providing a wide variety of food 

including Asian, Mediterranean, Mexican and American food, sausages, barbecue, and fair 

favorites kettle corn, frozen yogurt and fresh squeezed lemonade. The Mira Mesa Girl 

Scouts will be providing grilled corn on the cob. The Street Fair will feature a carnival with 

rides for children and teens, and continuous entertainment on two stages.  Special attractions 

include large earth-moving equipment and a display of classic cars. Vulcan Materials will 

host a rock-painting booth for children to create their own "rock art." SDG&E will offer a lamp and light bulb exchange, providing 

compact fluorescent bulbs and floor or table lamps for the less energy efficient incandescent bulbs and halogen torchiere lamps. 

RSVP will provide fingerprinting for children. The Mira Mesa High School Foundation together with the MMHS water polo team 

will be back with their dunk tank. Friends of the Mira Mesa Library will hold their biggest book sale of the year. There will be 

stage performances of Filipino, Hawaiian, martial arts demos, and a variety of vocal artists and bands. Community stage entertain-

ment will be hosted by Ray Pinnock of Strictly Rhythms Entertainment. 

 

Please stop by the Mira Mesa Town Council booth at the Street Fair. It is under the big top tent, and includes our four major com-

munity groups: the Mira Mesa Town Council (which now includes the Fourth of July Committee), the Mira Mesa Community 

Planning Group, the Mira Mesa Recreation Council, and the Mira Mesa Chamber of Commerce.

2010 Mira Mesa Street Fair, Saturday September 25 By Jeff Stevens 

When a 30-year ban was lifted in November 1960, Foyle’s Bookshop in London sold 300 copies of what novel in the first 15 min-

utes? 

 

Hint: It’s possible that book may be among those selected at the Sept. 28 meeting of the Mira Mesa Banned Book Club when eve-

ryone interested is invited to take part in choosing books to read and discuss in coming months. 

 

The Mira Mesa Banned Book Club’s title selection meeting will take place on Tuesday, Sept. 28, 7 p.m. to 8 p.m. in the Mira 

Mesa Library community room, 8405 New Salem St. The monthly book group, open to all interested readers, focuses on reading 

and discussing books that have been banned or challenged, as well as other thought-provoking titles that tie into a ―freedom to 

read‖ theme. For example, last year the group discussed Joan Didion’s ―The Year of Magical Thinking,‖ not a banned/challenged 

book but a poignant memoir of a marriage of two writers, describing her life together with her husband, John Gregory Dunne, as 

well as her emotions during the year following his sudden death from a heart attack. 

 

One book the group may choose to read in early 2011 is similarly not a banned/challenged book but a novel that has been selected 

as the ―One Book, One San Diego‖ title for 2011 The Gangster We Are All Looking For, by lê thi diem thúy, a Vietnamese-

American author who was born in Vietnam and grew up in Linda Vista. 

 

The group’s book selection meeting occurs during the American Library Association’s ―Banned Books Week,‖ an annual celebra-

tion of the freedom to read. (For more information or titles that have been banned or challenged somewhere recently or in the past, 

see www.bannedbooksweek.org or www.ala.org/bbooks.) The group meets regularly on the last Tuesday of the month (except 

August and December.) Drop-in participants who’d like to talk about a particular month’s title are welcome, as well as regular 

members. 

 

Anyone who’d enjoy recommending and/or helping choose titles to read and discuss in coming months is encouraged to attend the 

Sept. 28 meeting.

Health Care Help for Californians By Senator Christine Kehoe (reprinted from her e-newsletter of 9/2/10) 

Beginning this month, people with pre-existing conditions may apply for health coverage and young adults 

up to age 26 may apply for coverage through their parents’ insurance policies.  The programs are being paid 

for and offered under the new federal health care reform law. 
 

To be eligible for the pre-existing plan, you must: 1) be a citizen or national of the United States or lawfully 

present in the country; 2) be uninsured for at least the last six months before applying; and 3) have been de-

nied insurance or offered only unaffordable options due to pre-existing condition. The program will cover 

primary and specialty care, hospital care, and prescription drugs.  Medical coverage is expected to take ef-

fect 30 days after enrollment.  At right is a breakdown of the plan’s monthly cost for a San Diego county 

resident (based on age) through  December 31, 2011.
