At the June meeting, the Mira Mesa Town Council’s Redistricting Committee
will make a presentation to the membership outlining some of the ideas presented by other
communities, as well as a draft of Mira Mesa’s proposal to the Redistricting Commission.
We hope that you will be in attendance to see what ideas have been put forth regarding the
creation of nine council districts and Mira Mesa’s place in those plans.

Additionally, the winners of the annual Mira Mesa Town Council / Verne Goodwin Scholarships have been selected. This year’s
pool of applicants submitted exemplary essays, making the selection most difficult. Our committee chose six recipients from
amongst the applications, all of whom are seniors at Mira Mesa High School.

Please join us at the June meeting as we present the scholarship winners with their check, and congratulate them on their accomplish-
ment.

“Feast For The Fireworks” on June 9, and Online Auction - June 8—12 By Bari Vaz

The Mira Mesa Chamber of Commerce is hosting two events in support of the 4th of July Fireworks.

With a cost approaching $45,000, Mira Mesa’s traditional 4th of July celebration is in need of donations and support from the com-
munity. The single most expensive part of the event is the Fireworks Extravaganza at 9 p.m., which will cost in excess of $25,000
this year. The show, which is coordinated with music from KYXY FM and visible in both Mira Mesa and Scripps Ranch, is a 37-
year-old tradition.

Casino Night, a previous fundraiser for the fireworks, had become barely profitable in past years. The Chamber of Commerce,
which took over the organization of Casino Night from the Mira Mesa Community 4th of July Committee, has replaced the event
with “Feast For The Fireworks” and an Online Auction.

“Feast For The Fireworks” brings together numerous restaurants in Mira Mesa and Scripps Ranch, in support of the fireworks. On
June 8, each of the participating restaurants will donate a percentage of sales to the Fireworks Extravaganza. Information on the
event, and a list of participating restaurants, can be found at the Chamber’s website—www.MiraMesaChamber.com.

Beginning on June 8, the Chamber will also host an Online Auction. Proceeds from this auction will also be donated to the Fire-
works Extravaganza. In support of the auction, Callahan’s will host a “Fireworks Night” on June 9. A percentage of sales that eve-
ning will be donated to the fireworks, and auction items will be on display at the restaurant.

A New Look For The Banner District By Jennifer Kvalvik

As many of you have noticed, the “Mira Mesa” banners that were put up in 2007 have been removed due to deterioration, weathering
and an interest in giving a fresh look to the Mira Mesa Community. Working very hard to accomplish this is the Mira Mesa Town
Council Banner District Committee.

There are 54 banners in the Mira Mesa Banner District, which spans Mira Mesa Blvd from I-805 on the west to I-15 on the east, with
banners located in both zip codes that comprise Mira Mesa (92126 and 92121). Mira Mesa Blvd is one of the most heavily-
trafficked road in San Diego, and it comprises both residential and commercial zones. The banners are to be redesigned in June so
they can be hanging in time for the annual 4" of July community celebration, parade and fireworks display.

Banners foster community pride, awareness of local businesses and create visual boundaries for neighborhoods. As you may know,
banners are very successful in other parts of San Diego, such as Hillcrest and the Gaslamp District. Mira Mesa Blvd is traversed
daily by local residents and commuters alike. On average, 84,000 cars travel the boulevard each day!

Mira Mesa Author Talk and Book Signing June 16 at Barnes & Noble

Writing my photo history book, Mira Mesa, just published in the “Images of America” series by Arcadia Press, was like putting to-
gether a jigsaw puzzle. Mira Mesa as a community is still young, just over 40 years old, but is old enough to have a fascinating his-
tory. I talked with early residents of Mira Mesa and others who shared their memories and/or their photos with me so I could tell the
story of Mira Mesa as a community via a series of captioned photographs, which I organized into chapters by time periods and top-
ics.

I borrowed photos from various people and sources and scanned them (my husband, Jeff, actually did the scanning - he was a big
help!) I also talked with people who had memories of what Mira Mesa was like when the first tract homes were built in 1969 and the
new community grew so rapidly in the early 1970s that there were suddenly lots of houses, but not much more - for the first couple
years, not even a grocery store! Some people I talked with had memories, but no photos, and I was able to weave their recollections
into the photo captions and chapter introductions I wrote to tell the history of Mira Mesa from "before the beginning" (pre-1969) to
the present.

Jeff and I have lived in Mira Mesa since 1980, so we've seen a lot of the community's history firsthand. However, the 1970s and ear-
lier I had to research. I knew I wanted to tell the story of Mira Mesa's first schools, the "schools in houses," tract homes leased from
developers that were used as temporary elementary schools from 1969 into the early 1970s. Writing this book gave me an opportu-
nity to satisfy my own curiosity about that time, and to present a photo history of Mira Mesa that I hope will be interesting to all,
both those who will read it as an introduction to the community and those for whom it brings back memories.

On Thursday, June 16, 2011, at 7 p.m., I will speak and sign books at the Mira Mesa Barnes & Noble, 10775 Westview Parkway. I
will give a brief talk about Mira Mesa’s history and the process of writing the book, as well as sign copies of Mira Mesa.

In addition, I will sign copies of Mira Mesa at the Costco just off I-5 in Clairemont, 4605 Morena Boulevard, on Saturday, June 18,
2011, from 3 to 5 p.m.
