These include
improving the Del Lago and
Rancho Bernardo Transit Sta-
tions, and building the Mira
Mesa Direct Access Ramp
(DAR) and the Miramar College
Transit Station.

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The $69.6 million pro-
ject will bring long-awaited
congestion relief to the
Sorrento Valley area by
creating more efficient ac-
cess to and from the free-
way for area residents and
commuters. Scheduled to
open to traffic in the spring
of 2013, the project adds
approximately two miles of
new High Occupancy Vehi-
cle (HOV), or carpool
lanes, in each direction
along Interstate 805 (1-805)
from Interstate 5 to Carroll
Canyon Road, offering new
transportation choices for
travelers.

The HOV lanes will be
open to carpoolers,
vanpoolers, buses, motorcy-
cles and permitted zero
emission vehicles. Carpool-
ers will have direct access
to the HOV lanes from a
new northerly Direct Ac-
cess Ramp. The Direct Ac-
cess Ramp will connect
Carroll Canyon Road di-
rectly to the HOV lanes in
the center median, allowing

users to enter without hav-
ing to navigate through the
freeway’s general purpose
lanes. The project will also
extend Carroll Canyon
Road to connect with Sor-
rento Valley Road and sur-
rounding businesses.

The [-805 HOV/Carroll
Canyon Road Extension
Project is one piece of the
broader North Coast Cor-
ridor (NCC) Program of
projects from north San
Diego to Oceanside that
includes highway, coastal
rail and transit, and envi-
ronment and coastal access
improvements

We have great news for
the start of our school year.
Our scores on state tests
have risen significantly over
the past four years. At Mira
Mesa High, for example, over
the past four years we have
seen an improvement of 25
percent more students profi-
cient in English language arts
and 44 percent more students
proficient in math. Challenger
Middle School and Sandburg
Elementary are just two of
the schools in Mira Mesa that
are on a list of high achieving
schools. In 2012, 82 percent
of the students at both
schools are now at the ad-
vanced or proficient level in
English language arts.

There are many more
examples of success in Mira
Mesa.

In Mira Mesa we also
have stellar principals who lead
their teams. Mira Mesa High
School staff has been given
greater flexibility in its academ-
ic programs as a result of a
special agreement with the
district. This was granted due
to its proven success and the
ability of all stakeholders to
work so well together.

Our public schools are
worth the investment. In these
hard economic times we are
still improving our schools.
Our community can see the
results of the investment we
have all made. Many thanks to
our teachers and staff, as well
as all of the dedicated parent
and community volunteers.
